Abuse?

Sexual Abuse

Sexual abuse occurs when an adult
uses a child for his/her own sexual
gratification. It is always wrong.

Physical abuse is anything that

causes deliberate physical harm to a
child.

Emotional Abuse

Emotional Abuse is caused by words

and actions which make a child feel
unloved, inadequate, creating low
self esteem and fear. This may also

include bullying amongst peers.

_Neglect _

Neglect is a form of abuse over a
sustained period where a child is
deprived of food, warmth and good
hygiene.

What you
should do.

Get to know who is working with
your child; Make sure that your child
is never alone with an adult.

Be aware of warning signs.

Be wary of activities or people where
you are discouraged from getting
involved.

Know the Church’s Code of
Behaviour.

Talk to someone if you are worried.
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
